Save us, O Son of God, Who
art risen from the dead; who sing to Thee. Alleluia.

RESURRECTIONAL APOLYTIKION IN TONE SIX: When Mary stood at Thy grave, looking for Thy sacred body, angelic
powers shone above Thy revered tomb; and the soldiers who were to keep guard became as dead men. Thou led
Hades captive and wast not tempted thereby. Thou didst meet the Virgin and didst give life to the world, O Thou,
Who art risen from the dead, O Lord, glory to Thee.

APOLYTIKION OF ENTRANCE OF THE THEOTOKOS IN TONE FOUR: Today the Virgin is the foreshadowing of the
pleasure of God, and the beginning of the preaching of the salvation of mankind. Thou hast appeared in the
Temple of God openly and hast gone before, preaching Christ to all. Let us shout with one thrilling voice, saying,
Rejoice, O thou who art the fulfillment of the Creator’s dispensation.

APOLYTIKION OF ST. MICHAEL THE ARCHANGEL: O ye foremost of the heavenly host, we beseech thee, though
we are unworthy. Pray that we may be encompassed with the shadow of thy unearthly glory. Preserving us who
kneel and cry endlessly. Deliver us from oppression since Ye are the princes of the highest power.

KONTAKION OF ENTRANCE OF THE THEOTOKOS IN TONE FOUR: The sacred treasury of God’s holy glory, the greatly
precious bridal chamber and Virgin, the Savior’s most pure temple, free of stain and undefiled, into the House of
the Lord on this day is brought forward and bringeth with herself the grace of the Most Divine Spirit; her do God’s
Angels hymn with songs of praise, for she is truly the heavenly tabernacle.

THE EPISTLE
(For the Twenty-third Sunday after Pentecost)
O Lord, save Thy people and bless Thine inheritance.
To Thee, O Lord, have I cried, O my God.
The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Ephesians. (2:4-10)

Brethren, God, Who is rich in mercy, out of the great love with which He loved us, even when we
were dead through our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and
raised us up with Him, and made us sit with Him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, that in the coming
ages He might show the immeasurable riches of His grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. For by
grace you have been saved through faith; and this is not your own doing, it is the gift of God—not because

of works, lest any man should boast. For, we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good
works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.

THE GOSPEL
(For the Thirteenth Sunday of Luke)
The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke. (18:18-27)

At that time, a man came testing Jesus and asking, “Good Teacher, what shall I do to inherit eternal
life?” And Jesus said to him, “Why do you call Me good? No one is good but God alone. You know the
commandments: ‘Do not commit adultery. Do not kill. Do not steal. Do not bear false witness. Honor your
father and mother.”” And the man said, “All these I have observed from my youth.” And when Jesus
heard it, he said to him, “One thing you still lack. Sell all that you have and distribute to the poor, and
you will have treasure in heaven; and come, follow Me.” But when the man heard this he became sad, for
he was very rich. Jesus, seeing him sad, said, “How hard it is for those who have riches to enter the
kingdom of God! For it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter
the kingdom of God.” Those who heard it said, “Then who can be saved?” Jesus said, “What is impossible
with men is possible with God.”
